Scope 



Fire Prevention Measures 

1. General Housekeeping: 

   - Keep workspaces, dorm rooms, and common areas free of clutter and combustible materials.

Emergency Procedures 

1. Evacuation: 

   - When a fire alarm sounds, evacuate the building immediately using the nearest exit.  

   - Do not use elevators during an evacuation. 

   - Assist individuals with disabilities in evacuating safely. 

   - Proceed to the designated assembly area and do not re-enter the building until authorized by 
emergency personnel. 

 

2. Fire Reporting: 

   - In case of fire, activate the nearest fire alarm and call Campus Security 6911. 

   - Provide details of the fire’s location and severity. 

    

Training and Drills 

- Conduct regular fire drills to ensure preparedness. 

- Provide fire safety training to all new students, faculty, and staff. 

- Offer refresher training sessions annually. 

 

Compliance and Review 

- Regularly review and update the fire prevention policy to ensure compliance with current 
regulations and best practices. 

- Conduct periodic audits and inspections to assess fire safety measures and identify areas for 
improvement.
